 The regular meeting of the Township of Burlington Planning Board was held on Thursday, August 13, 2015, at 7:00 

p.m. at the Township Municipal Complex.

 Meeting was called to order by Chairperson George.  She opened the meeting by reading the “Statement of Minutes” 

as follows:

 There was no correspondence to be filed. 

 

Edwardson, Thomas & Deborah – Block 145.30 Lots 9.01 & 9.02.  

 

 Application submitted for a Minor Subdivision approval. 

 

Nancy Abbott, Esq. was present for the application.  She introduced Thomas Edwardson, applicant, and Robert Stout, 

PE. Both sworn in. 
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This application proposes to subdivide existing Lots 9.01 & 9.02 for the purpose of a lot line adjustment. Lot 9.02, 

which contains a single-family dwelling, will be enlarged from 25,479 SF to 32,174 SF and Lot 9.01, a vacant lot that fronts on 

London Road will be reduced in size from 34,461 SF to 27,766 SF. 

 

Mr. Edwardson explained that he has a commercial landscaping business and currently has a hard time maneuvering 

the larger vehicles on his lot (9.02) 

 

Applicant agreed to address all technical items in Mr. Hatfield’s report.  

 

Mr. Hatfield stated that no other testimony is required.  

 

Mr. Stout stated that they will be filing by deed. He marked the site plan as Exhibit A-1. 

 

At this time Chairperson George opened the meeting to the public.  There being no public comment that portion of the 

meeting was closed. 

  

MOTION made by Mayor Carlin and seconded by Mr. Davis to grant Minor Subdivision approval contingent upon 

Mr. Hatfield’s report of June 30, 2015. On roll call the following vote was recorded:

STAG Burlington, LLC – Block 99 Lot 2.  

 

 Application submitted for Minor Subdivision approval and Amended Final Major Site Plan approval. 

 

 Howard Jenslar, Esq. was present for the application.  He introduced Seth Malamut, STAG; Robert Stout, PE; and Mr. 

Raincamp, PP. All were sworn in. 

 

 Applicant is proposing to subdivide existing Lot 2. Lot 2 presently contains an approximately 500,000 SF warehouse. 

The site (proposed Lot 2.04) will be reduced to 32.55 acres and a new 24.28 acre building lot (proposed Lot 2.05) will be 

created.  Applicant also proposes to amend the site plan for the newly created Lot 2.04, to reduce the amount of parking spaces 

that are required for the business currently operating on the property.  

 

 Mr. Malamut stated that the currently building was constructed in 2005. It was the 1
st
 phase in a 3 phase project and 

later determined that the last 2 phases were not needed. 

 

 Mr. Jenslar stated that applicant has already received County approval for access from Campus Drive. 

 

 Mr. Stout gave an overview of a site rendering, marked as Exhibit A-1.  He then gave an overview of the 2004 

Amended Site Plan, marked as Exhibit A-2. 

 

 Mr. Fishinger stated that his only concern is that there is enough space on the site for parking, which he feels there is. 

 

 There are 48 spaces currently striped.  Applicant is adding 48 more and an additional 96 that are not striped. 

 

 At this time Chairperson George opened the meeting to the public.  There being no public comment that portion of the 

meeting was closed. 

 

 Mr. Hatfield reviewed his report of July 27, 2015.   
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 Mr. Rijs and Mr. Fishinger stated that they had no comment. 

 

MOTION made by Mayor Carlin and seconded by Mr. Davis to grant Application submitted for Minor Subdivision 

approval and Amended Final Major Site Plan approval; design exception for parking within 20 feet of the building and variance 

for lot coverage over 50%.  Contingent upon Mr. Hatfield’s reports of July 27, 2015. On roll call the following vote was 

recorded:

U.S. General Services Administration c/o Connor Construction, LLC – Block 154 Lot 1. 

 

 Application submitted for a Site Plan Waiver. 

 

 Benjamin Connor, Applicant, and Richard Reinhold, Customs Enforcement Agent, were both present before the 

Board. Both were sworn in. 

 

 This application proposes to occupy 7,000 SF of the 1,000,000 SF building formerly occupied by G.S.A.  The space is 

proposed to be temporarily utilized as office space for 33 employees of U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement who 

perform investigative work.  

 

 Mr. Connor explained that the government agency that was doing business in that building has left and they are now 

looking to lease to another government agency. 

 

 Mr. Reinhold stated that there will be no holding cell proposed.  This facility is only for administrative use.  They may 

have people come in for interviews by invitation.  

 

 Mayor Carlin stated that Mr. Reinhold has already met with the Public Safety Director as well as other Township 

Officials and they all feel comfortable with this tenant in our community.  

 

 Mr. Hatfield reviewed his report of August 11, 2015.  Applicant agreed to address all items in the report 

 

 At this time Chairperson George opened the meeting to the public.  There being no public comment that portion of the 

meeting was closed. 

 

 Mr. Hatfield requested that the items on his report be completed before a Certificate of Occupancy is issued. Applicant 

agreed.
