GENERAL PARK RULES

1. Park will be open during normal daylight hours with exception of lighted
tennis courts to remain lit until 10:00 pm.

2. ABSOLUTELY NO MOTORIZED VEHICLES of any kind, including
motorcycles, mini-bikes, mopeds, and go-carts, are allowed in any areas of
the park, except for emergency vehicles.

3. ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES PROHIBITED.
4. Inflatable rides/games, (i.e., moonbounces) and pony rides prohibited.
5. Nails, screws, tacks, and confetti are prohibited.

6. Cooking allowed only on grills provided in picnic areas using charcoal
briquettes. Grills must be extinguished before leaving site. OPEN FIRES
PROHIBITED.

7. Trash to be disposed in proper receptacles. If trash exceeds the two cans
available, additional trash needs to be disposed of by renter. Recycling
receptacles must be used. PLEASE RECYCLE IN PROPER
RECEPTACLES — RECYCLING IS MANDATORY.

8. Bicycle riders must extend the right-of-way to pedestrians in all areas of
the park keeping to the right at all times. Excessive speeds or racing is
prohibited.

9. Horses allowed on designated horse trails only.

10. All rules and regulations cited in Township Ordinance 2015-OR-035 will
apply. Violators will be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law.

**Electrical service at the pavilions is very limited. Overloading outlets will
result in tripped breakers and loss of electricity.**
